The object of the 100 club is to raise funds for Walthamstow Cricket Tennis and
Squash Club’s cricket section, which will be invested in coaching, facilities and
equipment.

The club will be run under the supervision of the cricket committee who will
assign an administrator.

The club is open to all members of Walthamstow Cricket Tennis and Squash Club
as well as their family and friends.

Members must be 16 or over.

Members must fill in an application form.

Entry will be by subscription of £5 per month per number, paid in advance of the
draw. Preferably a direct debit will be set up via GoCardless.

Members may pay for more than one number — this increases your chances of
winning as well as your donation to the club.

100 clubs normally have a limit of 100 members, however, to increase our
fundraising and prize money potential, there will be no limit on the number of
members.

The draw will be monthly and will take place at the club premises.

Monthly winners will be contacted personally, the winners will also be circulated
via an email and WhatsApp group.

The regular prize fund will be 50% of the monthly income with three prizes:

First Prize — 50% of the prize fund
Second Prize — 30% of the prize fund
Third Prize — 20% of the prize fund.

Prize money will be paid out by a bank transfer.

A register will be kept recording the names of members, the number(s) allocated
to them, as well as the subscriptions received by them.
